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Helpful Tools for Multinational Corporations

As globalization increases, you will find that Westlaw has many useful databases for you to use in your multinational work.

Trademarks and Patents

For trademarks and patents, the following databases contain helpful information:

· The Trademarks Throughout the World database (TMWORLD) provides summaries of the trademark law of more than 180 countries and their territorial subdivisions. The appendix provides information on trademark classifications and international conventions. Use the Table of Contents service to view the information by country.

· The Patents Throughout the World database (PATWORLD) covers the patent laws of more than 160 countries. The database summarizes the patent laws of each country, lists the conditions under which patents can be obtained in various countries, and provides the complete texts or summaries of the most important international patent treaties. Use the Table of Contents service to view the information by country.

· The Eckstrom’s Licensing in Foreign and Domestic Operations database (ECKLICN) covers legal and business considerations of licensing intellectual property rights worldwide and organizes the materials by country, including Germany, China, and Mexico. 

· The Eckstrom’s Licensing in Foreign and Domestic Operations: The Forms and Substance of Licensing database (ECKLICN-FO) provides sample agreements and model clauses for licensing intellectual property rights worldwide, including forms and precedents used in the technology transfer process, the licensing of proprietary technology, and the marketing of a company’s technology to affiliates and to unrelated third parties.  

Corporate Counsel’s Guides
Check out these Corporate Counsel’s Guide databases for guidance on doing business in China and India and international distribution and licensing.
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Corporate Counsel’s Guide to Doing Business in China (CCGCHINA) addresses the major issues involved in doing business in China, such as joint venture, corporation, and tax laws and the laws impacting products; reviews standard contract and finance laws; provides tips on determining the best method of resolving disputes with Chinese partners; and offers translations of key laws affecting investments in China. 
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Corporate Counsel’s Guide to Doing Business in India (CCGINDIA) addresses the issues involved in doing business in India. Topics covered include
the judicial system, the code of civil 
procedure, the economy, business 
organizations, joint venture practices, direct and indirect taxes, tax treaties, monopolistic and restrictive trade practices, labor resolutions and practices, and banking law and regulations.

· Corporate Counsel’s Guide to International Distribution and Licensing (CCGINDISL) discusses the basic legal rules surrounding international distribution in a number of jurisdictions and provides sample forms derived from Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC) filings made by companies in a wide range of industries.

When you access one of these guides, you can use the Table of Contents service to browse the headings and section names. Click Table of Contents at the Search page, then click the plus (+) and minus (–) symbols. To jump to a particular section, click its hypertext link. You can also jump to the full text of cited cases, statutes, and other sources using hypertext links.

To view a list of all available Andrews litigation reporters, access the Westlaw Directory and click Databases Listed by Providers under Directories, Reference in the right frame. Then click Andrews Publications. 
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Westlaw Topical Highlights

These databases contain documents prepared by the West editorial staff that summarize recent developments in many topical areas including environmental law, bankruptcy, copyright, and labor and employment. To view a list of all available Topical Highlights databases, access the Westlaw Directory and click Highlights under Legal Periodicals and Current Awareness. Click Westlaw Highlights and Bulletins and then click Westlaw Topical Highlights.

Use WestClip to track companies, products, or topics in the Allnews database (ALLNEWS); case law databases; the Text and Periodicals–All Law Reviews, Texts, and Bar Journals database (TP-ALL); and bill and regulation tracking databases. To create a new WestClip entry, click Alert Center at the top of any page. At the Alert Center Directory, click Create in the WestClip section. To create a WestClip entry after you run a Terms and Connectors search, click Add Search to WestClip at the top of the result list.

Docket Alerts

Docket Alert automatically notifies you via e-mail of newly filed cases that may be of interest when you are monitoring a company. You can also choose to monitor existing cases and automatically receive an alert when a docket is changed or updated. To create a Docket Alert entry, click Alert Center at the top of any page. At the Alert Center Directory, click Create in the Docket Alert section. Then select either Receive an alert when there are new developments in a specific case or Receive an alert when new cases are filed. If you are viewing a docket record, you can click Track this Docket at the top of the record to create a Docket Alert entry to monitor new developments in the case.

BTS Monthly Updates

Business Counsel Update is a monthly newsletter found in the Business Transactions Solution (BTS) database. Use the newsletter for timely analysis of new developments affecting your business, as well as for a collection of forms, checklists, and client memos. To access the newsletter, click Business Forms, Analysis, and Checklists under Business Transactions Solution at the Westlaw GC page. Then click the plus (+) symbol to the left of Business Counsel Update.

Special Study for Corporate Counsel on…
These 13 databases can be extremely helpful if you are researching unfamiliar business issues. Databases include the Special Study for Corporate Counsel on Change of Control Agreements (CHGCONTR), Special Study for Corporate Counsel on Corporate Lobbying Activity (CCLOBBY), Special Study for Corporate Counsel on Major Supply Agreements (MAJSUPAG), Special Study for Corporate Counsel on Purchases or Sales of Portions of a Company (CCPURSALE), and Special Study for Corporate Counsel on Using Letters of Intent in Business Transactions (LTRSINTB). The guides provide practical guidance, sample agreements, forms, and checklists to help you answer questions with confidence
To access the available guides, access the Westlaw Directory, then type special study in the text box at the top of the right frame and click Search. Use the Table of Contents service to quickly view the contents of a guide. 
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Use KeyCite Alert to Eliminate Surprises

With KeyCite Alert, new citing references and pending legislation affecting your statute, regulation, or other document won't escape your notice.

The statute you are reading might recently have been repealed. (Or amended. Or held unconstitutional. Or had its validity otherwise called into doubt.) 

And not just your statute. Any state or federal statute, case, Code of Federal Regulations section, administrative ruling, agency release, or patent may have been weakened or changed without your knowing. How do you remember to keep checking for new citing references or for proposed legislation that may affect the validity of an essential source? 

Use KeyCite Alert.

KeyCite Alert automatically monitors the status of cases, statutes, CFR sections, patents, administrative decisions, American Law Reports (ALR®) annotations, law review articles, and other materials and sends you updates when their KeyCite information (i.e., history or citing references) changes. When you create a KeyCite Alert entry, you specify how frequently your citation should be checked (e.g., every day, every weekday, weekly). KeyCite Alert can deliver results to a printer or an e-mail address. 

To create a KeyCite Alert entry, click Alert Center at the top of any Westlaw page and then click Create in the KeyCite Alert section of the Alert Center Directory. Type a citation, e.g., 26 usca 3402, in the Citation text box and click Go. At the KeyCite Alert: Create Entry page, select the type of history you want to include in the result, e.g., Full History (Includes Legislative Updates), and specify whether you want to include citing references. Change delivery settings as desired. Then click Save. You can now access the entry or delete it in the Alert Center Directory.

If you are viewing the statute, regulation, case, or other document you want KeyCite Alert to monitor, you can simply click Monitor With KeyCite Alert on the Links tab in the left frame and follow the on-screen instructions to create an entry. 

Because KeyCite Alert notifies you if and when there are any changes to the document’s KeyCite result, you won’t be taken by surprise.



New on Westlaw: West Survey Builder 
Create surveys that meet your exact needs.  

The 50 State Surveys (SURVEYS) and 50 State Regulatory Surveys (REG-SURVEYS) databases are invaluable for multijurisdictional research.  But if your company operates regionally or in just a few select states, you don’t need a 50-state survey. The West Survey Builder allows you to build a custom survey for only those states you need to cover. You choose the jurisdictions and the legal issue.

You get only what you need, and nothing that you don’t. 

West Survey Builder is easy to use. You choose jurisdictions and legal questions by making selections on the search template. You don’t need to type a search or know state terminology. Just use the template to select jurisdictions, a topic, a subtopic, and one or more legal questions. West Survey Builder then builds you an easy-to-read chart in a question-and-answer format: Each jurisdiction’s legislative and regulatory requirements are summarized in plain English, with links to the full-text documents. 

KeyCite status flags, where applicable, and links are provided for cited documents. As with most documents on Westlaw, you can deliver a survey by clicking the appropriate delivery icon. 

To access West Survey Builder, click Survey Builder in the left frame of the tabbed 50 State Surveys page. The Survey Builder page is displayed. Here you can select a topic and subtopic and designate jurisdictions. In addition, you can specify one or more precise research questions classified under the topic and subtopic. Give the survey a name if you desire. Then click Build Survey.

· added search terms, such as synonyms, acronyms, terms of art, generic names, and legal relationship terms, so your search terms don’t have to match the judge’s terms verbatim

· court corrections by West attorney-editors, who work closely with the courts to identify and correct errors ranging from incorrect citations or misspellings to substantive factual and legal inaccuracies

Enhancements for statutes and regulations include 

· an alphabetical index for state and federal statutes and the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR)
· RegulationsPlus®, an annotated version of the CFR

· notes of decisions, brief summaries of the important cases that interpret your statute or regulation, and links to the full text of each case

· historical notes that show you how your statute or regulation evolved

What’s New on Westlaw—Selected Resources for Corporate Professionals   

Databases recently added to Westlaw enhance the analytical information covering intellectual property, labor and employment, and environmental regulation for corporate counsel.

For most of the databases below, you can use the Table of Contents service to browse the database contents as you would a book. At a database Search page, click Table of Contents, if available.

Adelman, Rader, and Klancnik’s Patent Law in a Nutshell (PATLAW-NS) contains the full text of Patent Law in a Nutshell, which describes the fundamentals of U.S. patent law. Ranging from the acquisition of patent rights to their enforcement, the book contains an overview of relevant statutes, rules, and cases that collectively define this area of intellectual property law. Topics covered include claim construction, obviousness, anticipation, written description and enablement, infringement, and remedies. 

Strategic Alternatives for Distressed Businesses (STALTDB)  contains the full text of Strategic Alternatives for Distressed Businesses, which describes various mechanisms for dealing with financially troubled companies. 

Law of Environmental Protection (LENVPR) contains the full text of the Law of Environmental Protection, a guide to federal environmental protection laws and regulations. The treatise includes a discussion of the nine major statutes administered by the Environmental Protection Agency, including the Clean Water Act and the Clean Air Act. However, instead of discussing each statute section by section, it breaks up and rearranges the statutes so that you can see them as they are administered and enforced.

Environmental Liability and Real Estate Transactions (ENVLRP) includes the full text of Environmental Liability and Real Estate Transactions, Second Edition, a guide to managing the risk of environmental liability in real property transactions with advice on how to conduct due diligence, hire experts, and discover telltale signs of environmental trouble. 
Religion in the Workplace (ABA-RELWORK) contains the full text of Religion in the Workplace, a guide to dealing with the legal and practical issues that arise out of the conflict between work and religion.

Guide to European Patents (EUROPATENT) consists of the full text of the Guide to European Patents, a guide to the European patent system for the American or non-European patent applicant or attorney. The guide explains the unique features of European patent law and practice and contrasts them with the equivalent U.S. provisions. It also includes drafting tips to assist in the prosecution of European applications.
Intellectual Property: Principles Governing Jurisdiction, Choice of Law, and Judgments in Transnational Disputes (ALI-INTPROP) includes text of the American Law Institute’s Intellectual Property: Principles Governing Jurisdiction, Choice of Law, and Judgments in Transnational Disputes, which sets forth principles for resolving transnational intellectual property disputes with a focus on the Internet.
