Wondering how to check out ethical or compliance issues that arise in your work in national or international business operations? You can easily access the materials you need on Westlaw. 
You can start with a definition of ethics or legal ethics. Access the Black’s Law Dictionary®, Eighth Edition database (BLACKS). At the search template, type ethics in the Enter dictionary term text box and click Search Westlaw.  A list of definitions is displayed. Click the link to display the definition you want, e.g., legal ethics.

You can find a wealth of corporate and legal ethics databases in the Legal Ethics and Professional Responsibility section of the Westlaw Directory. To display this section, click Directory at the top of any page, then click Topical Practice Areas. Scroll down the page and click Legal Ethics and Professional Responsibility. 
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Lanham Act Trademark Infringement Actions in Internet and Website Context

The federal trademark laws, codified in the Lanham Act, 15 U.S.C.A. §§ 1051 et seq., are rapidly being
adapted to the very unique context of the Intemet. The basic focus of trademark protection has not
changed: preventing the use of identical o similar marks in a way which confuses the public about the
source of goods and services. Among the trademark issues which arise in the cyberspace context are
the use of others' trademarks in domain names, in elements of websites, and in metatags leading to
those websites, and the imposition on others' trademarks through special web design and advertising
techniques. In Playboy Enterprises, Inc. v. Welles, 279 F.3d 796, 30 Media L. Rep. (BNA) 1282, 61
U.5.P.Q.2d (BNA) 1508, 197 A.L.R. Fed. 601 (9th Cir. 2002), the Ninth Circuit Court of Appeals held

that a model who had been a Playboy Magazine "Playmate of the Year" did not violate the magazine
company's trademarks by using them in her website's headiines and banner ads or in the metatags
leading to her website, but may have infringed its marks by using them in the website's wallpaper. This |

The tabbed Corporate Governance page contains an extensive collection of treatises and practice materials that will help you organize your tasks and remind you of issues you may have overlooked.  You can browse many of the materials using the Table of Contents service. Click Legal Compliance Check-ups under Corporate Compliance, for example, and the table of contents for the publication is displayed. Click the plus (+) and minus (–) symbols to browse the table of contents. You can also select the check box next to a chapter or part and click Expand Selection(s) at the bottom of the page to view all the sections in that chapter or part. 
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To display the Corporate Governance page for your current research session, click Add/Remove Tabs at the top of any page. At the Manage Tabs page, click Corporate Governance under Topical.
Two useful databases

Corporate Counsels Guide to Business Ethics Policies 

The Corporate Counsel’s Guide to Business Ethics Policies database (CCGBETHP) discusses corporate codes of legal and ethical conduct. Topics covered include legal rules for codes of conduct, drafting codes of conduct, effect of codes of conduct and other policy statements on criminal and civil liability, Sarbanes-Oxley Act codes of ethics, international business ethics, establishing an effective compliance program, and no gifts letters. The treatise also includes an extensive collection of sample policies. 

The fastest way to view and retrieve sections of the treatise is to use the Table of Contents service, which you can access by clicking Table of Contents at the CCGBETHP Search page.

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BNA Corporate Practice Portfolios: Legal Ethics for In-House Corporate Counsel  

Another useful database is the BNA Corporate Practice Portfolios: Legal Ethics for In-House Corporate Counsel database (BNACPS-ECC). It contains the text of BNA’s Portfolio No. 87, which discusses the ethical issues that can arise in situations with which inside counsel commonly deal, such as multijurisdictional practice, internal investigations, negotiations, and supervision of paralegals. 

For example, to find documents relating to multijurisdictional practice, access BNACPS-ECC. At the Search page, click the Terms and Connectors tab, if it is not already selected. Type a query such as multi-jurisdictional (multiple /s jurisdiction) /s practice! in the Search text box and click Search Westlaw.

ALR: A Great Resource on Westlaw    
Perhaps you haven’t discovered American Law Reports (ALR) annotations on Westlaw yet. They provide general overviews in straightforward language and can quickly bring you up to speed on a new area of law.
If you have an ALR citation, you can use the Find service to retrieve the annotation. Simply type the citation, e.g., 26 alr6th 659, in the Find by citation text box in the left frame of any tabbed page. 

You can also often retrieve an on-point ALR annotation by clicking a link in a ResultsPlus list after you run a search or by clicking American Law Reports (ALR) on the Links tab when you are viewing a document. 
You can search the American Law Reports database (ALR) using either the Terms and Connectors search method or the Natural Language search method. You can also go directly to an annotation cited in another document or referenced in KeyCite® by clicking its link. In addition, KeyCite identifies cases, secondary sources, and other documents that cite an ALR annotation. KeyCite history also indicates whether the ALR annotation has been superseded by a subsequent annotation.
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Suppose you want to know the current status of e-commerce protection under the Lanham Act. Access the ALR database. Click the Terms and Connectors tab, if it is not already selected. Type 
e-commerce & lanham in the Search text box and click Search Westlaw. In the result list, click the link for the annotation titled Lanham Act Trademark Infringement Actions in Internet and Website Context. Browse the document by clicking links in the user-friendly table of contents, article outline, index, table of cases, or research references.
Or, suppose you want to know whether meta-data is discoverable. Access ALR; click the Natural Language tab, if it’s not already selected; type is meta-data discoverable in the Search text box; and click Search Westlaw. The first title in the result list is Discoverability of Metadata. Scroll to the “Background and summary” section in the annotation for detailed background information.

Using ALR to analyze the meaning and application of a federal statute

If you need to analyze the meaning and application of a particular federal statute, you may find that ALR has already done the work for you. There are hundreds of ALR annotations devoted to particular sections of the United States Code Annotated® (USCA®). An ALR annotation typically contains items such as the following: 

· exhaustive analysis of how the section has been applied by various courts 

· citations to cases, statutes, and other primary materials—with links to the cited documents 

· citations to American Jurisprudence 2d sections, law review articles, and other analytical materials—with links to the cited documents 

· related West topic and key numbers—with links to the West Key Number Digest, or Custom Digest 

· interactive table of contents, making it easy to browse the annotation 

To retrieve an ALR annotation pertaining to a given USCA section, access the ALR database and click the Terms and Connectors tab, if it is not already selected. Restricting your search to the title field (ti), type a search such as ti(15 +5 1602).
KeyCite status flags indicate whether the annotation has history or citing references or has been superseded by another ALR annotation.

Witkin: Know Your California Law     

When you need a basic overview of California law and procedures, turn to the Witkin’s California Treatises database (WITKIN), available exclusively on Westlaw.  

WITKIN contains the following four treatises by B.E. Witkin: California Criminal Law (co-authored by Norman L. Epstein), California Evidence, California Procedure, and Summary of California Law. You get authoritative insight from respected California judges and attorneys, summaries and analyses of California statutes and case law, and detailed checklists. Each treatise is also available in its own database.
To search WITKIN using the convenient finding aids provided on Westlaw, access WITKIN and click Shortcuts to Tables at the Search page. Then click Witkin Finding Aids to display a list of finding aids, including

· a table of contents for each treatise

· an alphabetical index

· a table of cases

· a table of statutes

· a table of rules


Alternatively, you can run a Terms and Connectors or Natural Language search at the database Search page.
A New Corporate Resource: International Contract Manual    
With the International Contract Manual database (INT-CONT-M), you can quickly research all of the issues relevant to contracting across international borders.

If your company sells around the world, buys overseas, or manufactures in foreign countries, then the INT-CONT-M database is going to be an important resource for you. In addition to providing you with analytical coverage of the issues relevant to multijurisdictional contracting, the treatise contains chapters on various contract and government regulation issues; individual countries; and the United Nations Convention on Contracts for the International Sale of Goods (CISG), the international convention governing sales of goods for two-thirds of world trade today.
Using the Table of Contents service

The fastest way to view and retrieve sections pertaining to your issue is to use the Table of Contents service, which you can access by clicking Table of Contents at the INT-CONT-M Search page. Browse the headings by clicking the plus (+) and minus (–) symbols. To quickly expand all sections of a part, subpart, or chapter, select one or more check boxes and click Expand Selection(s) at the bottom of the page. The portion of the table of contents you selected will be expanded. Click a link to view the full text of a document in the Link Viewer. To retrieve all sections of a title, chapter, part, or subpart, select one or more check boxes and click Search at the bottom of the page. The Table of Contents search page is displayed. Click Search again.

Finding Legislative History Is Now Even Easier  
In seconds, you can retrieve a document with links to PDF images of all legislative history materials that relate to the passage of a law.
For example, to retrieve the entire legislative history of the Whistleblower Protection Act of 1989, Pub. L. No. 101-12 —including the full text of the public law, floor debates from the Congressional Record, all committee and conference reports, congressional testimony, presidential signing statements, and other relevant materials—complete these steps:

1. Access the U.S. GAO Federal Legislative Histories database (FED-LH). A search template is displayed.
2. Type the public law number, e.g. 101-12, in the Public Law Number text box. 

3. Click Search Westlaw. 
You retrieve a document with links to PDF images of all legislative history materials that relate to the passage of the law. You spent only a few seconds—not hours or days.
Links to FED-LH documents are also displayed on the Links tab for selected U.S. public laws and in the Graphical Statutes® charts and Reports and Related Materials results (accessed via the Links tab) for selected sections of the USCA. 

Released in November 2007, FED-LH currently contains more than 2,800 comprehensive legislative histories compiled by the U.S. Government Accountability Office (GAO) for selected laws enacted between 1980 and 1995. Coverage will eventually include more than 20,000 legislative histories—with links to approximately 1 million legislative documents—beginning with 1915. 

Laws enacted after 1995

For laws enacted after 1995, you can use the Find service to retrieve a public law and its legislative history. Simply type the citation, e.g., us pl 110-140, in the Find by citation text box in the left frame of any tabbed page and click Go. The public law is displayed in the right frame and links to legislative history are displayed in the left frame. Click a link, e.g., Congressional Record, to display that history.

Update My Profile: It’s never been easier to keep your profile current
As of January 2008, you no longer have to leave Westlaw and access FindLaw® to update your profile. Instead, click Update My Profile on the Links tab of your Westlaw Profiler document. (In the alternative, you can click Update My Profile at the PROFILER-WLD Search page.) The Welcome to Profile Update for West Legal Directory® page is displayed, at which you must enter your e-mail address and My FindLaw password. Follow the on-screen instructions to update your profile. 

While you update your profile, hourly Westlaw billing is suspended.
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
