Licensing Materials on Westlaw 
If you are responsible for protecting your company’s important intellectual property in today’s competitive global business environment, you know how crucial the licensing of intellectual property, including patents, trade secrets, trademarks, and copyrights, has become.

Westlaw has a wealth of licensing materials available when you need to review or draft a licensing agreement.  
You can use either the tabbed Entertainment page or the tabbed Trademark page to quickly find the materials you need to learn about licensing issues. In the Resources section of the Trademark page, you can select a treatise under Practice Guides to learn about the issues. Then use the databases listed under Forms and Licensing to retrieve licensing agreements you can review or use to draft your own. 

At a database Search page, click Table of Contents, if available, in the upper-right corner to display the table of contents for the database. Browse the table of contents by clicking the plus (+) and minus () symbols. Or to quickly view all sections in a chapter, select the check box next to the chapter and click Expand Selection(s) at the bottom of the page. All sections included in the chapter you selected are displayed. To retrieve the full text of a section, click its hypertext link.  
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New Licensing Database
You may find the new Drafting License Agreements database (DLICA) particularly useful. Containing the full text of Drafting License Agreements, DLICA incorporates the insights of 23 experts on all aspects of copyright, patent, and trademark licensing agreements. It also contains dozens of sample agreements, as well as sample contract provisions for a wide range of situations and legal concerns. At the DLICA Search page, click Table of Contents to browse the table of contents.
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International Materials
Many of the international law databases on Westlaw are specifically tailored for the corporate attorney. At the Trademark page, you will find primary and secondary materials to assist you with international licensing work. 

For example, the Eckstrom's Licensing in Foreign and Domestic Operations database (ECKLICN) covers legal and business considerations of licensing intellectual property rights worldwide and organizes the materials by country, including Germany, China, and Mexico. 

The Eckstrom's Licensing in Foreign and Domestic Operations: The Forms and Substance of Licensing database (ECKLICN-FO) provides sample agreements and model clauses for licensing intellectual property rights worldwide, including forms and precedents used in the technology transfer process, the licensing of proprietary technology, and the marketing of a company’s technology to affiliates and to unrelated third parties.  

Note: To select the Trademark or Entertainment page as one of your tabbed pages, click Add/Remove Tabs at the top of any page. Select the Trademark or Entertainment check box under Topical and click Next. Then follow the on-screen instructions. To select a page for your current research session only, click Trademark or Entertainment.

Model Documents: Standard Language When You Need It

Search Model Documents databases on Westlaw for industry-accepted language you can use when drafting documents for a wide range of transactions. These databases contain documents that were attached as exhibits in actual Securities and Exchange Commission filings.

You can use a model document as a checklist to ensure you have identified all relevant issues. You can also use the document to see how others have negotiated, disclosed, and documented similar deals. With the help of a user-friendly search template, you can restrict your search by title, clause, or other criteria and quickly locate standard language in a wide range of documents, including prepackaged bankruptcies, intellectual property assignments and licensing agreements, tender offers and other M&A documents, noncompetition and confidentiality agreements, and customary fee agreements.

For example, to find intellectual property assignment and licensing agreements, complete these steps: 
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1.
Access the Model Documents: Intellectual Property database (MODELDOC-IP) by clicking Model Documents–IP under Forms and Licensing at the Trademark page. A search template is displayed.
2.
Use the text boxes and check boxes provided to search by document type, document or clause title, governing law (i.e., state or jurisdiction), company name, or ticker symbol. To retrieve licensing agreements containing confidentiality clauses governed by New York law, type confidentiality in the Clause Title text box and “new york” in the Governing Law text box and select the Licensing check box.

Click Search Westlaw. 
To jump to a particular section of the document you are viewing, click a link at the top of the document. You can also click the Term arrows at the bottom of the page to view the next or previous occurrence of your search terms.
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Westlaw Statutes Plus: Where a Law Has Been—and Where It's Going       

There are prior versions, proposed changes, citing cases, administrative materials, and forms for almost any statute you retrieve on Westlaw, and you can link to all the information from the statute.

For example, if you are following patent legislation, you know that last fall the U.S. House of Representatives passed H.R. 1908, a bill that would enact sweeping changes to the patent system. The Senate could vote on a similar bill in the next few months. One of the key changes would be to change 35 U.S.C.A. § 102 from the current standard of "first to invent" to "first" which would put the United States more in tune with the rest of the world.   to file,
To retrieve 35 U.S.C.A. § 102, type 35 usca 102 in the Find by citation text box in the left frame of any tabbed page.  
After you retrieve this section, use the Links tab to retrieve additional information, such as KeyCite® history and citing references and other primary and secondary materials that apply, analyze, or construe the section. These sources include cases, related statutes, administrative codes and rulings, various legislative history documents, treatises, law review articles, and American Law Reports (ALR®) annotations.

KeyCite history provides you with proposed changes to the section as well as citations to reports and Congressional Record documents; citations to session laws that enacted, amended, or renumbered the section; and historical and statutory notes, which describe the legislative changes affecting the section.


Click Citing References for a list of primary and secondary materials that cite this section.

Click Graphical Statutes® to display the legislative history of this section in a graphical view.

Click Table of Contents to view the sections surrounding this section.

Click Versions to link to prior versions of this section.


Retrieve materials that apply, analyze, or construe the section

The Cases section of the Links tab makes it easy to choose just what you need. You may want editorially crafted notes of decisions discussing different issues pertaining to the section. Or you may want citing cases not included in the notes of decisions. 

Under Analysis, link to law review articles and treatises that discuss issues pertaining to the section and ALR annotations.

Under Legislative History, link to public laws that enacted or amended the section. You can also link to House and Senate reports that relate to the section.
Under Administrative, find citations to the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR); the Federal Register; and federal and state administrative agency decisions, rulings, and opinions that relate to the section.

Use Documentation to Increase Your Efficiency on Westlaw

Databases recently added to Westlaw enhance the analytical information covering intellectual property, labor and employment, and securities regulation for corporate counsel.
For most of the databases below, you can use the Table of Contents service to browse the database contents as you would a book. At a database Search page, click Table of Contents, if available.
BNA Human Resources Report (BNA-HRR) consists of full-text articles from BNA Human Resources Report, which alerts you to important employee relations trends and developments, including upcoming laws and regulations and innovative employer practices. Coverage begins with February 1996. 

Corporate Counsel's Guide to Doing Business in India (CCGINDIA) contains the full text of the Corporate Counsel's Guide to Doing Business in India, which addresses topics such as the judicial system, the code of civil procedure, the economy, business organizations, joint venture practices, direct and indirect taxes, tax treaties, monopolistic and restrictive trade practices, labor resolutions and practices, banking law and regulations, environmental law, dispute resolution and litigation, export processing zones, international commercial arbitration, the acquisition of shares and undertakings in India, India's relations with China, and the acquisition of an Indian company.

One such checklist is provided in section 818 of the U.S. Patent and Trademark Office’s Trademark Manual of Examining Procedure. 
The fifth edition of the manual (current as of September 2007) is available in the Federal Intellectual Property–Trademark Manual of Examining Procedure, Fifth Edition database 
(FIP-TMEP5TH). You can use the Table of Contents service to browse the contents and retrieve
section 818 by clicking the plus (+) symbol next to Chapter 800 Application Requirements and then clicking 818 Application Checklist. You can view the full text of any USCA and CFR section cited in the text by clicking the appropriate link. 
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
