A page is displayed containing the expert-level query and a link you can use to change jurisdictions. Click Continue to run the search.

Westlaw WebPlus has a fresh new interface to complement the social search features released recently on Thomson’s legal Web search engine. These features allow users to tag, vote, bookmark, and add notes and comments. 

If you haven’t used Westlaw WebPlus lately, now is a great time to see how the new features allow the legal community to share and gain new insights about legal Web content.

The 2007–2008 ALR U.S. Supreme Court review: Only Westlaw has it online

There are several places you can go to retrieve the past year’s U.S. Supreme Court opinions. But if you want an American Law Reports (ALR®) annotation that condenses the big Supreme Court decisions into one easily navigable electronic document, there is only one place to go—Westlaw. (In fact, an ALR U.S. Supreme Court review is released on Westlaw twice yearly.)

The July review (30 A.L.R. Fed. 2d 637) is now online. This single document summarizes all the major opinions and decisions on certiorari from the Court’s 2007–2008 Term, including those involving civil rights, environmental law, habeas corpus, employment, taxation, and many other areas. The document also contains links to the full text of cited opinions and related ALR annotations, as well as navigation links you can use to jump to specific portions.

Professional license records*: You don’t need a Ph.D. to find them!

Remember when you had to correctly guess whether the Professional Licenses–Combined database (PROFLICENSE-ALL) described a doctor as a doctor, surgeon, physician, or M.D., in order to restrict your search of PROFLICENSE-ALL to medical licenses only? Those days are over.

A new equivalency table has been introduced “behind the scenes” to the PROFLICENSE-ALL, Medical Licenses–Combined (MEDLICENSE-ALL), Accountant Licenses–Combined (ACCTLICENSE-ALL), and Attorney Licenses–Combined (ATTYLICENSE-ALL) databases and their state-specific counterparts. This table allows these databases to accept the most frequently used terms in the License/certification Type field (lct), so that the user no longer needs to know the precise term or phrase used to describe a license in a particular state. Terms already identified through user analysis include attorney, nurse, EMT, doctor, dentist, accountant, pharmacist, chiropractor, counselor, midwife, dental hygienist, pediatrician, osteopath, and veterinarian. Equivalencies for each of these terms include a wide range of synonyms and abbreviations (searchable with or without punctuation, e.g., MD or M.D.).  

For example, suppose your client is looking for medical license records for Dr. Thomas Smith, a physician who practices in Minnesota.  Previously, if you accessed PROFLICENSE-MN and typed thomas smith in the Name text box and the term md in the License Type text box, you retrieved no documents for Thomas Smith. Now the same search retrieves nine documents: The new searching infrastructure recognizes that Minnesota describes the license type as physician and surgeon, not permanent M.D., as the license is described in Iowa.

A: Change your Westlaw preferences. Click Preferences at the top of any page, then click Print and Download in the left frame. Clear the check box next to Include Live Links. Then click Save Changes.
