Testimony from business, law, and financial experts is now common in state and federal litigation—and not just in financial disputes. According to a 1998 survey of U.S. district court judges, experts from business, law, and financial specialties accounted for one-fourth of all experts involved in litigation. Shirley A. Dobbin et al., Federal and State Trial Judges on the Proffer and Presentation of Expert Evidence, 28 Just. Sys. J. 1, 5 (2007). 

Whether you are retaining a business expert or opposing one, you can quickly retrieve guidance, tactics, and sample testimony and expert reports by using the newly released Expert Witnesses: Business and Economy Cases database (EXPWIT-BUS). EXPWIT-BUS can help you select and prepare expert witnesses for depositions and trials; conduct appropriate legal and investigative research; and better understand the qualifications, principles, and language in a particular expert discipline. Nine categories of experts are discussed separately—accountants, actuaries, econometrics experts, banking experts, tax experts, valuation and appraisal experts, bankruptcy experts, officers and directors, and marketing experts—with sample documents and practice considerations for each category.

The easiest way to browse the contents of EXPWIT-BUS and retrieve relevant sections and sample documents is to use the Table of Contents service. In the alternative, you can search EXPWIT-BUS using the Terms and Connectors or the Natural Language search method.

No matter what practice area or jurisdiction you are researching, you can find the right form for a transaction or litigation procedure without scouring Westlaw for a search page. (If you prefer, you can access the FormFinder database using its identifier FORMFINDER.) And you don’t have to type a thing: Just use the check boxes and drop-down lists on the user-friendly search template. Your template search can be as general or specific as you want.

ABA-EPL: Is the employer’s insurer on the hook?

“Employment practices liability (EPL) insurance is a form of coverage specially written to insure employers against liability for claims of discrimination, sexual harassment, and wrongful termination by their employees,” explains employment lawyer James B. Dolan Jr. in The Growing Significance of Employment Practices Liability Insurance, 73 Def. Couns. J. 197 (2006). 

He adds: “Given the growth of EPL coverage in recent years, the paucity of reported decisions is surprising.” 

That’s where a good secondary source comes in handy. The Practitioner’s Guide to Defense of EPL Claims database (ABA-EPL) was released on Westlaw in November. ABA-EPL contains the full text of Practitioner’s Guide to Defense of EPL Claims, an American Bar Association publication written by 15 experts in employment and labor law, insurance, litigation, and other fields. It provides summaries and practice considerations related to all areas of EPL claims, including policy coverage and exclusions, investigation, pleading, remedies, and mediation. You can easily browse the contents of ABA-EPL and retrieve relevant sections using the Table of Contents service. Links to full-text sources are included in the text.

Criminal records, arrest records distinguished

Q: Our new client says he was arrested this spring. Yet my search for his name in the Criminal Records–Combined database (CRIM-ALL) came up empty! Is there anything else I can try?

A: Search for his name in the Arrest Records–All database (ARREST-ALL). Unlike criminal records databases, ARREST-ALL contains information about arrests, even if no prosecution or conviction resulted. A record in ARREST-ALL typically contains a physical description of the defendant and details of the charge, but it doesn't include information about proceedings subsequent to the arrest. Arrest records are created at the county level (usually from the county sheriff's department or some similar office), and coverage varies by county. 

CRIM-ALL and its state-specific counterparts contain information derived from state court filings, state departments of corrections and departments of public safety, sex offender registries, U.S. district court filings, and the Office of Foreign Assets Control. These records result from convictions (for department of corrections records, from convictions that lead to incarceration). Court records include all levels of offenses, including minor traffic offenses such as speeding. Coverage varies by source.

How can I identify the nearby companies in a specific industry?

Q: Is there an easy way to identify the names and addresses of the businesses in a specific industry within my city or state?

A: Try the D&B Market Identifiers database (DMI-US). Whether you are doing client development, litigation preparation, or other industry research, you can use the user-friendly DMI-US search template to retrieve data specific to a state, city, industry, business type, or other criteria on more than 18 million U.S. companies. For example, to restrict your search to a specific industry in Texas and Oklahoma, access DMI-US and select the Texas and Oklahoma check boxes. Type a SIC code (e.g., 3842) or descriptive word (e.g., prosthetic) in the Primary SIC Code text box, then click Search Westlaw.
