Search for Key Numbers: An easy thing just got easier

The Search for Key Numbers tool on Westlaw is the most user-friendly way yet to retrieve jurisdiction-specific cases classified under West headnotes. But that doesn’t mean we’ve stopped improving it.

West recently released the following enhancements to the Search for Key Numbers tool:

· Related terms: Type a description of an issue, e.g., liability for broken sidewalk, in the Search for Key Numbers text box and click Search. Related terms, e.g., walkway, are displayed beneath the text box. To add related terms to your description, click one or more terms or click Select All. A subsequent search with the related terms may retrieve additional topic and key numbers that are relevant. (For example, the description liability for broken sidewalk walkway retrieves a topic and key number related to private walkways—a topic and key number that is not retrieved when walkway is omitted.)

· Check boxes for multiple key number searching: Each topic and key number retrieved by the Search for Key Numbers tool is now preceded by a check box. Use these check boxes to simultaneously retrieve headnotes classified under any of several topic and key numbers. To search the West Key Number Digest (Custom Digest) using several topic and key numbers, select the appropriate check boxes, then click Search Selected.

· Research Trail: You can now use the Research Trail to return to a specific list of key numbers retrieved by the Search for Key Numbers tool. Click Research Trail at the top of any page. Then click a key number search to display the list of topic and key numbers retrieved by the search.

Permissible use defaults: One less thing to do!

Did you know you can choose permissible uses for public records databases and set them as defaults? The permissible uses you set as defaults are preselected in the respective drop-down lists whenever you access the search template.

The end result: a smoother and more streamlined research experience.

Note: It is still the case that in order to search for particular types of information in databases such as People Records–Combined (PEOPLE-ALL) or Driver’s License–Wallet Data (DLWALLET), you need to specify one or more permissible uses required under the Gramm-Leach-Bliley Act, the Driver’s Privacy Protection Act, or state voter registration regulations. But now you have to specify them only once. 

There are three ways to set a permissible use default:

· Database search template: A Keep this selection as my default check box is now displayed next to each permissible use drop-down list on applicable search templates. To set a permissible use default, select a permissible use from a drop-down list and then select the check box next to the list.

· People Finder report: Keep this selection as my default check boxes are also displayed next to the permissible use drop-down lists at the tabbed People Finder Report page. To set a permissible use default, select a permissible use from a drop-down list and then select the check box next to the list.

· Westlaw preferences: Click Preferences at the top of any Westlaw page, then click Public Records in the left frame. Select your default permissible uses in the right frame using the drop-down lists and click Save Changes.

A default setting lasts for six months or until you change the setting, whichever occurs first.

WESTLAW CONTENT
State session laws and court rules updates: Browse them using the TOC!

If you want to retrieve state session laws or court rules updates on a particular topic, you can access the applicable database (e.g., New York Legislative Service (NY-LEGIS)) and run a search (e.g., “child support” /s enforc!). 

But what if you merely want to browse the most recent session laws or court rules updates? 

You can use the Table of Contents service (TOC) to browse state session laws and court rules update orders—and forgo searching altogether. The TOC is available for the state legislative service and court rules update orders of 13 states: Colorado, Florida, Illinois, Indiana, Iowa, Louisiana, Massachusetts, Michigan, Minnesota, Missouri, New York, Texas, and Wisconsin. 

Access one of these databases (using the identifier XX-LEGIS or XX-RULESUPDATES, where XX is a state’s two-letter postal abbreviation) and click Table of Contents at the Search page. To view the full text of a session law or court order, click its citation, e.g., PUBLIC ACT 95-715 (S.B. 437).
SURVEYS: The mortgage lending regulatory patchwork—simplified!

If you represent a bank that has either acquired out-of-state banks or has branched across state lines, you may need to keep straight a hodgepodge of conflicting or duplicative state laws. In this situation, it’s often best to see if someone else has done most of the heavy lifting. 

For example, you can turn to the 50 State Surveys database (SURVEYS), which has just been enhanced with the addition of 44 surveys related to many aspects of mortgage banking. Each survey contains links to related statutes and other authorities, as well as a link to a PDF chart in which the pertinent laws of all jurisdictions are summarized and compared. For example, you can retrieve a PDF chart that compares the various state statutes governing branch office licensing for mortgage brokers.

The new surveys—almost every one specific to either mortgage brokers or mortgage lenders—include the following:

You can retrieve these surveys by searching the SURVEYS database (or by using the Table of Contents service to browse the database contents). In the alternative, you can retrieve many of these surveys by clicking the appropriate links in the Statutes: Financial Services section of the tabbed 50 State Surveys page. 

Financial Crisis page replaces Subprime page

The world financial crisis has gone well beyond subprime mortgages. Accordingly, the new Financial Crisis page, which features the entire contents of the tabbed Subprime page, recently superseded the Subprime page. (If you had selected the Subprime page for your Westlaw interface, the Financial Crisis page is automatically displayed in its place.)

The Financial Crisis page contains links and shortcuts to subprime-related primary authorities, analytical materials, public records, and current awareness resources. Moreover, the Financial Crisis page offers direct links to hot documents, as well as easy access to a range of legal analysis, current awareness, administrative materials, and other documents relating to the domestic and international financial crisis. 

To select the Financial Crisis page, click Add/Remove Tabs at the top of any Westlaw page, then click Financial Crisis in the Topical section.

SEARCH TIP 

Is there an easy way for a health insurance company to stay in compliance with applicable laws and regulations?

Q: A Florida health insurance company has asked my advice about the federal and Florida laws governing the termination of policies. Which databases do I search, and which queries should I use?

A: Try the Regulatory Guidance–Health Insurance Summaries database (HTHIN-RG). You don’t even have to use a query: Access HTHIN-RG and click Table of Contents at the Search page. The table of contents is displayed; each topic is composed of jurisdiction-specific sections. To view the summary of the law of a jurisdiction (complete with links to full-text sources), click the jurisdiction name. For example, under Cancellation and Non-Renewal–Health, click Florida or United States (Federal).
