SEARCH TIP 

Is there an easy way to retrieve all bills and pending regulations in my state on a specific topic?

Q. I want to retrieve all bills and regulations pending in Connecticut and in the U.S. Congress related to the manufacture of Energy Star appliances. Which databases do I search, and what’s a good query to use?

A: The easiest way to retrieve pending bills and regulations is to use the Expert Search feature (sometimes called the Customized Search feature) found at selected tabbed pages on Westlaw, e.g., the Insurance and the Employment Practitioner pages. When you use Expert Search, you don’t need to select a database or create a query. Simply click Expert Search or Customized Search in the left frame of the tabbed page. A list of topics is displayed. Browse the list by clicking the links next to the folder icon until you identify a subtopic that closely matches your issue. Click the link for the subtopic to display the Expert Search query. If desired, restrict your search by jurisdiction. Click Continue to run the search. 

For example, at the Insurance page, click Expert Search to access the Expert Search feature. Click Consumer Goods, click Manufacturing, then click Energy Star Appliances. The Expert Search query is displayed. To restrict your search to bills and regulations pending in Connecticut and the U.S. Congress, click Change. Select the check boxes next to All Federal and Connecticut, and click Add to Search. Then click Continue.

You can use the Locate feature to narrow your result within a specific document type.
